The Project Manager will be responsible for:

· Overseeing the implementation of specifications of the construction contracts, in compliance with the Department’s requirements.  Local authorities will have their own project management teams working directly on managing the detail of construction and civil works.  This task will involve significant interaction with other project management teams and local authority officials.

· Advising the Department where any significant route variations are proposed, where any critical-path issues must be solved, and where timeframe or financial over-runs are anticipated.

· Liaison with other Department agents as necessary including legal advisory and process management team.

· Ensuring that common technical standards in network build apply and especially that civil contractors work under the central procurement framework agreements put in place by the Department

· Testing and examining completed networks or network elements in association with local authorities and their design teams, and independent testing of such.

· Ensuring local authority and contractors’ compliance with specified network documentation plans, including standardization of route mapping software 

· Management of project records and the organisation of suitable document repositories, to be made available to any management services entity (MSE) in the future

· Necessary liaison with the MSE

· Meeting with and reporting progress to the Department at regular intervals

· Alerting the Department promptly in the event of failures, non-compliance, delays or other setbacks during the course of the network construction
· Scheduling meetings in various locations countrywide such as to optimise the progress of work in the individual local authorities/public bodies.
· As the number of metro area networks to be constructed is not confirmed, the contract will be based on project management for certain networks with options to extend as more networks are confirmed for construction
· Involvement as necessary in compiling reports for DCMNR, Interdepartmental Committees, Joint Oireachtas Committees and the European Commission.
