Extension of the Natural Gas System to the North West

On 14 July 2006, the Department commissioned consultants to evaluate the possibility of bringing gas to the North West. The consultants appointed by the Department, following a competitive tendering process, were Fingleton White Ltd. Consultants . 
The scope of the study included an economic analysis and also included the determination of the feasibility of three specified alternative routes as well as the assessment of options for and issues surrounding the development of gas-fired power generation along the pipeline routes. 

The consultant was requested to determine the technical and economic feasibility of bringing gas from the Mayo-Galway pipeline to Donegal Town via Sligo, to include consideration of bringing gas via three alternative corridors:

· via Ballina,

· via Castlebar, Claremorris and Knock (Industrial Estate), or

· via Claremorris, Ballyhaunis and Ballaghadarreen.
