At the moment one of the biggest obstacles is finance if all energy efficient technologies where affordable to purchase & install it would be automatically installed, but currently in most cases the pay back is too long and not worth the capital investment.
 
I feel energy costs in this country are making it uncompetitive versus the rest of europe or even compared to the european average energy price and as mentioned early the pay back on some energy efficient technologies is not viable so this gap will even be bigger if the cost of energy was cheaper. 
Ireland is 89% dependant on fossil fuels and more could be done to exploit Irelands natural resources such as wind, wave & tidal. A carrot & stick approach must be adapted across all sectors to address the EDRT Programme.
