EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the Instrument and does not purport to be a legal interpretation).

This Order varies the consumption threshold for eligible electricity customers established under section 27(2) of the Electricity Regulation Act, 1999.  By varying the eligibility threshold from “4 Giga Watt hours” to “1 Giga Watt hour”, it provides for an increased level of electricity market opening to approximately 40% with effect from 19 February, 2002.
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
