1. General Specifications 

Co-Location Cabins

The Co-Location Cabins will enable the connection and provision of services of the Local Authority fibre based telecommunications infrastructure. The Local Authority will be offering Co-Location facilities to service providers who will take dark fibre pairs or install their own fibre cable network and network equipment. The Co-Location Cabins should be capable of housing equipment to accommodate at least 5 service providers using two European Telecommunications Standards Institute (ESTI) (or equivalent standard) type racks each.

The Co-Location Cabins shall have the potential to provide as complete a service as possible within the Co-Location Cabins providing alternating current (AC) and direct current (DC) power, optical distribution frame terminations, earthing, lighting, environmental and security monitoring, internal cable management systems,.  

The specification in the Tender Documents may include the construction of the installation site and supply of services to the Co-Location Cabins.

The Department currently estimates that the successful supplier will be required to supply up to 15 Co-Locations Cabins. 

Note that the proposed Contracting Authority may, at its discretion, award the contract on the basis of one of the following three options: Option 1-Supply and deliver to site. Option 2 – Supply only. Option 3- Supply, deliver and install (in conjunction with the appointed works contractor).  Tenderers will be asked to price each option.   
Respondents should note that the Department of Communications, Marine and Natural Resources has entered into a process whereby monies may be allocated to Local Authorities and other public bodies in the form of grant aid to support the construction of metropolitan area networks. The civil works element of the networks will be procured directly by the Local Authorities/public bodies. The successful supplier under this procedure will be nominated as a sub-contractor for the purposes of those works contracts.  In addition to entering into contract(s) with the works contractors, the successful supplier will enter into a collateral agreement with the Department of, which agreement the Department may assign/ novate to the participating Local Authorities/ public bodies.  
Suppliers should note that these contractual arrangements will be of a draw-down nature and that no commitment whatsoever will be made as to a minimum quantity of Co-Location Cabins to be purchased pursuant to this procedure.
