The Commission recently published proposals for possible changes to this framework, which are open to public consultation until end October 2006.  The aim of the forum was to gather input, which will help formulate Ireland’s submission. 
The main areas discussed were:

· Application of the Commission's policy on spectrum management

· Improvement of security

· Reduction of the procedural burden associated with the reviews of markets susceptible to ex-ante regulation.
· Consolidation of the internal market

· Strengthening consumers and users interests 

· Removal of outdated provisions.
