The Irish Coast seeks a supplier for
 a shore based Automatic Identification System (AIS) on the east coast of the Republic of Ireland.  This system is to be a pilot scheme for the monitoring of marine traffic movements on the Irish Sea.  It will include remote VHF AIS radio equipment and a full suite of control centre applications for the monitoring and interrogation of marine traffic.

It is intended to place the contract with a systems manufacturer/supplier who will be the sole contractor with the authority. The sole contractor will be at liberty to subcontract individual elements to other manufacturers and suppliers. The sole contractor, however, shall be directly responsible for the execution of the complete contract. Tenders will be required to demonstrate that they have a proven technical ability and capacity to provide the necessary equipments and on-going support for such equipments and systems to the required standard. They will also be required to demonstrate that they have sufficient financial and economic standing to undertake such a contract.
