Just a few minor comments whichmay be of interest:-
 
 
The Report could do with a brief Non-Technical Summary ….this could be written based on pages 57 – 60. 
 
Page 1. Bord Gáis Ếireann (not Ếirann) is correct spelling.
 
Page 9 . Section 3.3.The "engineering challenges " should have been developed to some degree rather than leaving them hanging as a question mark. 
 
Page 9 . Struwaddacon is spelt twice as such – should be Sruwaddacon.
 
Page 10 . Para beginning "These early risk……". The separation distance of 3m – separation of what from what? 
 
Page 14 . Section 4.2 . Last para . Are there dips in the pipeline? If there are, what is to prevent water hammer ? 
 
Page 15 . Second Recommendation. The bypass at the beach valve ? This strikes me as a possible weak point on the pipeline. 
 
Page 16 . Section 4.3.3.1 .Last Para . Last sentence. There would be little use in putting in the piles unless the pipe was to be fixed to them or guided by them so the word "if" should be replaced with the word "how". 
 
Page 18 . Section 4.3.3.2 . Recommendation ( b?) This is not a recommendation. 
 
Page 35 . Section 5.3 .Recommendation. This should be spelled out as as it is not clear what is being asked for. 
 
Page 36 . Advantica have picked H2S as a gas/liquid to be checked for in later years. Surely it would be a better bet to have Shell carry out monthly GC analysis monitoring for all components from day 1 and monitor gas composition changes with time. Knocking out identified components could be achieved selectively by injection into fluids being fed through the umbilical. 
 
Page 41 . Middle Para. Loss of communication could be countered by having two forms of communication – hard wire and telemetry,one of which would suffice to provide a signal. 
 
Page 51. Para 1. In Norway what are the wellhead pressures when the operating pressure is circa 170bar? Is the pressure controlled at 170bar ? How near are the nearest dwellings? 
 
Page 53 . Section 6.3.Para 2.Spelling of Sruwaddacon
 
Page 57-60 . Good Summary and set of Recommendationsthat could form the basis for a Non-Technical Summary – but would need to be trimmed down. 
At the suggested pressure of 144bar it does not state clearly if the house located 70m from the pipeline is "safe" 
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
