This procedure refers to actions required in the eventof a significant fish escape from any Freshwater or Marine
production site in Donegal and Mayo.

2. RECORDS

All escaped fish shall be recorded as such on the appropriate freshwater or marine mortality sheet and in
Aguaplanner database system.

3. METHOD OF OPERATION

1 Detection of Fish escapes may be noted by any of the following signs; Site Manager
escaped fish. e Salmon jumping outside of a marine cage or downstream of a
freshwater unit.

¢ Unexplained and sudden drop in feeding behaviour
e Known net damage due to boat propellers or storms.

2 Marine escapes | Call the diving team for immediate inspection of the suspected cage. All Site Manager
cages on site are subsequently inspected.

The divers must take cable ties and repair netting and twine for Diving Supervisor
immediate repair of tears or holes in the cage netting.

As soon as the diving inspection is completed, replace the damaged
net

Remove the damaged net to the net repair station where it is thoroughly

inspected and photographed.
