RENTAL
The Licensee shall pay to the Minister yearly in advance the fee of €6,961 in respect of each

year of validity of the Licence, on 17 May in each year, the first payment to be made on the

day of the date hereof for the year ending 16 May, 2008. All fees are non-refundable.




ARTICLE 3
WORKING AND EXPENDITURE OBLIGATIONS OF THE LICENSEE

The Licensee shall during the term hereby granted carry out with due diligence any scheme of
prospecting to be agreed by the Minister and the Licensee provided that the Licensee shall not
be deemed in breach of this condition in respect of any occasion where the carrying out of the

scheme may be prevented by any circumstances beyond the contro] of the Licensee.




ARTICLE 4

RULES AND PROCEDURES MANUAL FOR OFFSHORE
PETROLEUM EXPLORATION OPERATIONS

The Licensee shall at all times carry out its obligations under this Licence in accordance with
the procedures set out in the Rules and Procedures Manual for Offshore Petroleum Exploration
Operations issued by the Minister (a copy of which Manual has been furnished to the
Licensee). The Rules and Procedures Manual for Offshore Petroleum Exploration Operations

is incorporated in and forms part of this Licence.




ARTICLE §

RIGHTS OF THIRD PARTIES

The Licence hereby granted is not an exclusive Licence, as to petroleum or otherwise. The
Licensee shall not do anything or cause or permit anything to be done by any person on the
Licensee's behalf which would or would tend to obstruct or impede any other person lawfully

exercising rights under the Licence or Lease duly granted to such person by the Minister.




ARTICLE 6
LIMIT OF CONSIDERATION
The transaction hereby effected does not form part of a larger transaction or a series of

transactions in respect of which the amount or value or the aggregate amount or value of the

considerations (other than rent) exceeds €1,392.




ARTICLE 7
ADMINISTRATION

The provisions of the Licence shall be administered by the Petroleum Affairs Division of the
Department of Communications, Marine and Natural Resources (hereinafter referred to as "the

PAD"). Unless otherwise directed by the PAD all correspondence, reports etc. should be sent

to that Division.
