Re: Drafting of Electricity Regulation (EirGrid} (Amendment) Bill

I am directed by the Minister for Communications, Energy and Natural Resources to
request you to arrange for the drafting of the Electricity Regulation (EirGrid)
{Amendment) Bill, along the lines of the enclosed general scheme. I also enclose a
copy of Government Decision Ref S180/20/10/1031 which approves the drafting of
this Bill and its classification as a priority item in the Government's legislation
programme, with a view to its early enactment.

The purpose of this Bill is to provide a legal underpinning for EirGrid’'s role in
procuring, owning and operating the East West Electricity Interconnector (“the
Interconnector”), The European Communities {(Internal Market in Electricity)
Regulations, 2000 (S.1. 445) established EirGrid plc and set out the functions of the
Transmission System Operator (TSQ). This Bill provides for expanding the functions
of the TSO to include the construction, ownership, maintenance and operation of an
interconnector, subject to the granting of appropriate authorisations and licences by
the Commission for Energy Regulation. It also provides for an increase in EirGrid’s
statutory borrowing limit.

For information purposes, I have also enclosed a copy of correspondence between the

Department and Mr. Patrick Mooney, Advisory Counsel, on legal issues relevant to
this Bill.

The timely publication and enactment of this Bill is crucial to the delivery of the
Interconnector, in line with Programme for Government commitments. Officials from
this Division will be available to meet or assist the Parliamentary Drafisman as
required, at your convenience (Aoife MacEvilly, Assistant Principal at ‘® 6782237 or
Laura Casey, Administrative Officer at & 6783130).

The Irish Government has identified this project as being of critical national strategic
importance and it is one of a small number of large-scale public-good energy
infrastructure projects included in the Irish National Development Plan 2007-2013.
Delivering the project is a key commitment as set out in Ireland’s latest Programme
for Government, which was agreed in June 2007. The Government has mandated
EirGrid to deliver the interconnector at the earliest possible date before 2012, with
oversight from the independent statutory energy regulator, the Commission for
Energy Regulation,

The potential benefits to Ireland include enhanced security of supply, the promotion
of competition in the electricity supply market and integration of Ireland's electricity
system into the wider European market. Additionally, the interconnector will help
support the increased penetration of renewable generation in the Irish market and it
will offer potential opportunities for export of Irish wind-generated electricity. The
Government’s recent energy white paper, Delivering a Sustainable Energy Future for
Ireland, sets an ambitious target of achieving 33% of electricity consumption from
renewable sources by 2020.
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In this context, the Department of Communications, Energy and Natural Resources
approves and supports fully the application made by EirGrid plc for financial aid.

Please find enclosed for consideration grant application forms A and B for the TEN-E
Energy 2007 Call for Proposals. This application relates to priority project EL.6 —
Ireland-United Kingdom undersea cable to link Ireland and Wales (UK) ("the East
West Interconnector”).

I wish to inform you that much has changed and much progress has been made since
the last application for funding in respect of the East West Interconnector was
approved.

Firstly, ESB National Grid has been fully unbundled from ESB, the incumbent utility,
in compliance with EU policy as set out in EU directives 96/92/EC and 2003/54/EC.
Responsibility for system operation and development, including interconnection, is
now vested in a new independent entity EirGrid, ple. EirGrid was vested as
transmission system operator in July 2006.

Secondly, Government policy as enunciated in the Energy Policy White Paper, March
2007, has identified the East West Interconnector as being of critical national strategic
importance. In law, electricity interconnection has been identified as strategic national
infrastructure for planning purposes and can avail of “fast-tracked” planning
procedures. EirGrid has been mandated to deliver the East West Interconnector with
oversight from the Commission for Energy Regulation (CER). The CER is the
independent  statutory body responsible for regulating and oversecing the
liberalisation of Ireland’s energy sector.

This represents a significant role change from that of ESB National Grid, which
explored interconnection options and feasibility for third parties, to expediting and
procuring a major infrastructure initiative. EirGrid is not simply the project facilitator
but is the project developer and will ultimately own and operate the developed
interconnector. As a consequence the studies that were scoped for the previous round
of TEN-E funding have been significantly augmented and this is reflected in this
application.

1 joined EirGrid in January 2007 to lead this project and the East West Interconnector
core project team is now established and developing the project.

On the subject of cost estimates for the interconnector, the interconnector will be
subject to competitive tendering and will comply with procurement guidelines. The
outcome of the competition and the resulting price will not be established until next




year. EirGrid do not wish to pre-empt or prejudice the outcome of the competition and
we are therefore not quoting cost estimates.

I hope the enclosed forms meet with your requirements and are favourably reviewed.
