I have already written to the minister on this but only found your link, I live in Coolagown west of Fermoy and at the top of the blackwater valley, so wind is not in short supply, rather than individuals all doing minor things this would be a major step, there was a system set up on Inish Ficalan years ago for the then Taoiseach, so it is possible, at a time when carbon tax is been talked about (on top of the 70% tax fuel that already exists) Ireland is providing its own power using coal turf and oil, you may notice a contradiction in policy and practise (case of do as we say not as we do), We in Ireland have unlimited resources in wind and tide power that only needs to be harnessed and not by private companies, the Irish people can own banks development site apartment blocks etc.. basically anything that could lose money, we gave away Toll roads once built in case they earned the country and its tax payers any revenue but will re-take possession in 25 years just in time to re-build them as they will be dilapidated by then, This is an indication of the thought processes that got us where we are today. Michael O’Leary doesn't give away revenue generating avenues within his company to then buy up ventures that are losing money, he may be a pain but he is successful, unlike Aer Lingus. We need to become business like cut out the waffle do the job and forward plan.
